1.1 Notre famille est spéciale

Work through 1.1, carrying out the activities suggested. Note the following:

* Question 1 ‘On s’échauffe’ is a starter activity. All the units start with an
activity like this, designed to get you thinking about the vocabulary of the
topic.

* Question 2 is based on the reading passage ‘Familles recomposées. Ca
marche pour vous ?°. Question 2b gives you practice with the kinds of short
answer question you will meet in the exam. Again, this is typical of the
second question in each unit. You can check your answers by selecting the
link to 'Réponses' at the end of this page, or by looking in the Printable
resources folder at the end of the section.

* Question 3 is based on an aspect of grammar, as in later units. In this case it
looks at the present tense of regular and irregular verbs. You can also find
material about the present tense on page 22 of the Grammar Summary. See
also the study guidance on Practising grammar later in this book.

* Questions 4a and b require listening, and again this will be the case in later
units as well. You will find the listening passages in audio clips within the
ebook, or on the CD, if you are using a textbook. Question 4b uses multiple-
choice questions which you may meet in the exam. Question 4c asks you to
translate a short French passage into English — you are likely to meet a
question like this in the AS and/or A level exam.

* Question 5 suggests a learning strategy — in this case using a French-English
dictionary. There is more on this in the study guidance Choisissez votre
dictionnaire later in this book.

* Question 6a is based on a group discussion; if this is not possible for you,
you can still write the paragraph suggested by 6b, based on one of the
questions in 6a. You can post this on the forum and discuss and share ideas
with fellow students. This will provide good practice for one of the exam
questions — if you take the AS exam, you are likely to write two 70-word
paragraphs in Paper 1; in the A level exam Paper 1 asks you to write two 90-

word paragraphs.

1.2 Se marier - oui ou non ?

the following:

* Question 2 asks you to decide whether the sentences are true (vraies — V),
false (fausses — F) or if the information is not given in the text (n’est pas
donnée — ND). You may well meet questions like this in Paper 1 and will
have the chance to practise them again in the online quiz.

* Question 3: there is more on future forms on page 36 of the Grammar
Summary.

* Question 4a requires listening.

* Question 5a asks you to work with other students to compare different
French-speaking countries. Instead of this, do the research suggested and
write a short piece about the country you choose. You can use the forum to
discuss and share ideas with fellow students. You can ignore Question Sc.

* Question 6 is based on a group discussion; if this is not possible for you,
write sentences in French about your views on each of the six topics, then

use the forum to discuss and share ideas with fellow students.

1.3 Que de soucis !

You may
be asked to do these in Paper 1.

* Question 2c asks you to write short answers in French using complete
sentences — this will be good practice for Assignment 1 and later for Paper 1.

* Question 3: there is more on asking questions on page 69 of the Grammar
Summary.

* Questions 4a and b require listening.

* You can ignore Question 5 but do use the advice on making notes in French
that comes just before it.

* Question 6 is based on a group discussion; if this is not possible for you, you
can still carry out the research and write the paragraph in 6¢ and use the

forum to discuss and share ideas with fellow students.
